This is closure by stealth and I hope local people can see this and will respond to the consultation to say the library should be funded properly’.
Singer Nick Cope says ‘I am delighted to be able to support this event. I see how much the libraries across the county are valued by their users. Libraries can inspire people to learn, to have fun and to change their lives. Relying on volunteers is a dodgy business. They should be fully funded.’
